Issues to Consider Before Reviewing Family Profiles:

1. Do you want to have an open, semi-open or closed adoption with the adoptive family and your child? E.g. Description of contact after placement. 
2. Do you want your child to have a mother and a father? If yes, do they have to be married?
3. Would you feel comfortable if a same sex couple raised your child?
4. Is the age of the adoptive couple important to you? If so, what's your preference?
5. Is it important to you that your child has siblings? Or, do you want your child to be a family's first child? 
6. Does it matter if the adoptive family lives in the same city/town as you? 
a. Do you want your child to grow up in the city, the suburbs or out in the country?
7. Is a family's income level important to you? If so, what is your preference?
8. Do you want a family where one parent will stay at home with your child?
9. Do you think it is important for the child to be raised in a family with a strong religious faith? If so, do you have a preference for the religious faith?
10. Do you want your child's adoptive family to share the same culture/heritage (including language spoken) with you? 
11. Are there certain interests that you believe add to a child's experience in a family (music, art, sports, politics, etc.) and that you prefer in an adoptive family? 
12. How important is education level of adoptive parents to you?
13. Is physical appearance important to you? 
a. What about physical disabilities?
14. Are there lifestyle choices that you wouldn’t tolerate? E.g. smoking, drinking, gambling, etc.
15. Are there mental or physical health issues that you would not be comfortable with in the adoptive family? 
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
